Thursday
Norah will teach ‘Drawing in the Round'. Learn to draft and design circular quilt
blocks with her guidance. Saturday she will teach 'Sewing in the Round' and you
will learn to sew the block that you designed on Thursday. If you are only able to
take her Saturday class, she has patterns available for $5 each, so you can still learn
to 'Sew in the Round'.
