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ECQG February Meeting Minuteg/27/2009

Danielle Morgan, Guild President, called the meeting to
order at 9:30 a.m.

Danielle announced that raffle tickets are available for
pickup from Janice Kuhns. Money, along with the ticket
stubs, should be turned in as received so we have a run-
ning total of where we are with sales.

Ray Barreras moved that the January minutes be ap-
proved as published with a second on the motion by
Nancy Hutchison.

Meet the Show Committee!

East month, we’ll highlight the work of several show committees, so you'll have a better idea of what each
one involves.

The Venuechairman works behind the scenes, arranging the contract with the Cobb County Civic Center
where the show is held and with the Smyrna Community Center where the quilt judging takes place. There
are lots of details to be handled, so that all the aspects of the show go smoothly. The Venue Committee
also arranges for security at both locations. Dee Williamss the Venue Committee Chair.

The Propertychairman is responsible for ordering and receiving all the hardware needed to hang the show
—the metal poles and drapes that are used on the main floor for the quilts and on the balcony for the ven-
dors. Libby Lowsds in charge of this job for the 2009 show.

One of the hallmarks of Georgia Celebrates Quilts is our great Show Pins.This committee orders the pins
made from the original show logo designed by Barbara Dorrand then sells them at Guild meetings and at
the show. The pins are considered collectibles by some attendees, and the income is important to the
overall profitability of the show. Anne Anderbergs the Committee chair.

The RibbonCommittee designs and makes the beautiful ribbons awarded to prize-winning quilts. Many
hours of sewing go into the production of these coveted awards. The Committee is also responsible for the
fabric labels that go to winning quilts, documenting their show awards. Deborah Jonegs heading up the
Ribbon Committee.

The Sewing Machine Raffl€ommittee solicits donated sewing machines from our local dealers and sells
raffle tickets on them during the show. It’s a great opportunity for attendees to try their luck and the raffle
contributes to the overall financial success of the show. Kathy Unverzagts the chair of this committee.

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This month's tips are from the Grainline Fairy!

A half yard of fabric is a half yard of fabric- no mat-
ter which way you slice it. For example, if you are
cutting 2 1/2" wide strips, you would get 16 strips
(18" long) cutting on the lengthwise grain (parallel
to the selvage) , or 14 strips (21" long) cutting on
the crosswise grain. So what's the difference?

1. Cutting strips of fabric on the lengthwise grain
provides extra stability when sewing and pressing.
