Several members asked Rose Archer for her recipe for the  
goodie she brought last month.  Here it is. 

 

Pineapple Cheesecake Squares 
 

20 oz. crushed pineapple (drain well) 
Crust: 
1 Pkg. yellow cake mix 
1 stick margarine or butter (room temp) 
1 large egg, slightly beaten 
1 cup chopped pecans 
Topping: 
8 oz cream cheese (room temp) 
16 oz. powdered sugar (or a 1-lb box) 
2 large eggs, slightly beaten 
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  Spray 9x13x2-inch pan or baking 
dish with non-stick cooking spray.  Set aside. 
 

Mix together, cake mix, butter, egg and pecans.  Press mixture 
into the bottom of the prepared pan.  Spoon the pineapple over 
the crust mixture. Mix the cream cheese, sugar and eggs together 
until well blended.  Spoon mixture over the pineapple and spread 
it gently to avoid mixing it with the pineapple layer. 
 

Bake for 35-45 minutes until slightly browned.  Cool completely 
and cut into squares.  May be served frozen, cold or warmed.  
This dessert freezes well for up to 3 months.

After our guild chose eight challenge quilts to send to the AQS show in Knoxville, our challenge quilt chairperson, Lynda Smith, 
discovered that the hanging sleeve must meet these new requirements.  
 

To read the new requirements for the hanging sleeve you may visit the AQS website here and click on New Requirements for 
Hanging Sleeves on Quilts link .  You may also look at the new instructions for hanging sleeves at the Quilts, Inc. website here  
and click on How to Make a Hanging Sleeve or Binding. The instructions are virtually the same.  The purpose of this change is so 
that the new hanging system hardware will not be exposed at the top of the quilt.  That way the hanging system is virtually 
άƛƴǾƛǎƛōƭŜέΦ   !ƎŀƛƴΣ ǘƘƛǎ ǇǊƻŎŜŘǳǊŜ ƛǎ not necessary for our show this year.

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Are you having trouble with your sewing machine 
"eating" the beginning of the fabric when you're starting 
to piece?  Or the machine just takes a bunch of tiny 
stitches and chews up the first few threads of your fabric?  
Here are a some things that help prevent this. 
 
1. Try changing the needle.  A dull needle will push the 

fabric down into the machine, instead of piercing 
through the fabric. 

2. Try buying (and using) a "single hole" throat plate for 
your machine.  Instead of the wide opening for the 
needle to go down through, there's just a small round 
hole in the middle, which means less space for fabric 
to get pushed down into.  This is useful for  free mo-
tion quilting, too.  But beware: don't change to a zig-
zag, buttonhole, or whatever "wide" stitch, or move 
your needle very far from the center, as it will break 
the needle! 

3. Most machines run more smoothly after the feed 
dogs are already engaged and working than at the 
first stitch.  So try using a fabric "leader" (any two 
scraps of fabric) as the first piece you sew, and  then 
chain sew the remaining pieces. (For new sewers, 
chain sewing means stop with the needle down; 
don't cut the threads; raise the presser foot only part 
way, and slide your next piece under the presser 
foot; lower the presser foot and sew the next piece.)  
When you have sewn your last "real" piece, cut the 
leader from the beginning of the chain, and start 
sewing on it again.  That way you'll  always know 
where the leader is. 

 
Don't confuse this problem with the bobbin thread 
bunching or knotting up on the bottom piece.  To avoid 
that, you have to hold your threads tautly when you start 
- or use a fabric leader- who cares if threads knot up on 
it?  Your leader should be large enough that you can cut 
your "real" pieces off it behind the sewing machine easily.
